4) Other Revenue Customers: Fernald School (State), D.C.R. (Parks & Pools), Stone Zoo, Deer Island WWTP and Westborough State Hospital.

5) The Town of Wilmington joined the MWRA water system as a partially supplied community in May 2009. They will be charged as an other revenue customer through FY10.

6) Other Revenue Customers are charged a flat wholesale rate per million gallons of water supplied.

7) This report includes only water supplied for which revenue is collected in accordance with exisitng user agreements. It does not include water utilized for system maintenance.
