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Monthly and Year-to-Date Water Use Comparisons

1) Flow share for each rate revenue community is the community's share of total flow for all rate revenue communities.  Flow share for each Chicopee Aqueduct Valley (CVA) community is each CVA community's share of total CVA flow.  
Water assessments for revenue communities are calculated by allocating the total annual water rate revenue requirement based on each community's share of flow.   Water assessments for CVA communities are calculated by allocating the 
annual CVA rate revenue requirement based on each CVA community's share of CVA flow.

5) Other Revenue Customers are charged a flat wholesale rate per million gallons of water supplied.
